LIFE GROUP, week of January 31, 2010 

Bible Study, Psalm 133, “Together A Blessing”                    
SCRIPTURE:  Read Psalm 133; Matthew 12:46-50

DIGGING DEEPER:
A. Psalm 133 is a psalm of ascent.  According to Dave Palmer (in his sermon), what does that mean? 

B. Dave’s metaphor of unity as perceived through the senses:

1. SOUND:  As a psalm of ascent, Psalm 133 was sung/chanted as people ascended to Jerusalem to worship at the temple.  How is unity captured in this sense as a “sound of joy?”

2. SIGHT:  In the context of Matt. 12:46-50, Dave argued that when we look through the lens of unity, we see “likeness.”  Our identity is who we are in Christ: an identity that transcends all others.  Discuss.  Is this your experience?

3. TOUCH:  Christians “touch” the world through acts of service.  Dave talked about the UM Camden mission trip.  Generally speaking, he said when a “body is united, things and people change … they are never the same.”  

a. Discuss.  

b. Have you seen this kind of change as a result of unified Christian action?  Share.  

4. CLARITY:  Dave concluded by arguing that when we are united in Christ, God makes his purpose for us … individually and corporately, more clear.  Discuss.
