SCRIPTURE:  Exodus. 20:14 says, “Thou shall not commit adultery.”  See also Deut. 5:18 (identical)   

1. Context:  Same as the last several weeks during Greg’s preaching through the Decalogue.         
2. Digging Deeper:
a. What is proscribed by the 7th commandment?  Consider Greg’s “category” argument -- that each commandment proscribes a category of misconduct.  On this last point, read and discuss Matthew 5:27-28.
b. Read Leviticus 20:10:  What does this law tell us?  What do you think might be the rationale for the punishment? 
c. Read Job 24:13-16:  How are light and dark used to describe the adulterer?  What do they represent?  Do you think it’s an appropriate metaphor?
d. Read Proverbs 6:23-35, which gives instruction to young men on the issue of adultery.  What are the very real consequences of adultery?  Discuss. 

e. Read John 8:3-11:  Is adultery an “unpardonable” sin?  Discuss.  

3. Application:
a. How would you counsel a married friend who comes to you and confesses s/he is having an affair?  

b. What safety precautions do you take to stay within the safe harbor of the 7th commandment?  
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
